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Undergrad Audition Requirements
(Guitar)
Applications due 26 July, auditions will be held the weeks beginning 23rd and 30th August 2010
· Performance

Three contrasting pieces (up to 20 minutes in total):

1. A renaissance or baroque piece (for example, written by Dowland, Bach, Narvaez, Milan etc).

2. A piece written in the 19th Century (for example, written by Sor, Giuliani, Coste, Mertz, Coste etc)

3. A piece written in the 20th Century (for example, written by Torroba, Villa-Lobos, Ponce etc)

· Sightreading

You will be given a short excerpt to play at sight, at approximately Grade 7 level.

· Scales

You will be asked to play examples of scales – major, harmonic & melodic minor, two and three octaves with different combinations of right hand fingering (i,m i,a m,a reststroke and freestroke).

· Interview

An opportunity for the audition panel to get to know you better. Expect to discuss your musical background, your reasons for wanting to study music, your career aspirations, other study plans.

· Musicianship Test

To be completed after the practical component of the audition.

Part I: Theory

Where necessary you will be required to sit a written theory of music test at approximately Grade 5-level (ABRSM). You will be exempt from the theory test if you have passed Grade 5 ABRSM theory (or equivalent). Please provide proof of your results either with your application form or to the panel in your audition. 

Part II: Aural

You will be tested on listening and aural skills ~ melodic dictation, rhythm etc.

Accompanist

Applicants are encouraged to bring their own accompanist. However, where necessary an NZSM accompanist can be available for your audition. If required, you must send a copy of the accompanying music with the application form. A brief rehearsal with the accompanist will take place immediately before your audition.
