(Classical Piano)
Applications due 11 September 2009, auditions will be held the week of October 19 2009
· Performance

Three pieces of contrasting mood, tempo & style, including:

Any composition of Bach, Scarlatti or Handel

A fast movement from a work by Haydn, Mozart, Beethoven or Schubert

One Romantic or Contemporary composition 

At least one of the three pieces must be played from memory. 

In addition, the applicant will be given a quick study half an hour before the audition ~ a piano will be available both for warm-up and for studying this piece. 

· Interview

An opportunity for the panel to get to know you better. Expect to discuss career aspirations and your musical background.

· List of Works 

All candidates must also submit a list of works studied within the last three years ~ either submitted with the application form, or brought to the audition.

· Musicianship Test

To be completed after the practical component of the audition
Part I: Theory

Where necessary you will be required to sit a written theory of music test at approximately Grade 5-level (ABRSM). You will be exempt from the theory test if you have passed Grade 5 ABRSM theory (or equivalent). Please provide proof of your results either with your application form or to the panel in your audition. 

Part II: Aural

You will be tested on listening and aural skills ~ melodic dictation, rhythm etc.

Recorded Auditions

Overseas and other approved applicants may apply for an audition by submitting a recorded audition programme. The NZSM requires a VHS (Video) or DVD recording.
