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Postgraduate Audition Guidelines: International Students
(All Classical Instruments including Voice)

International Students must in the first instance make contact with the Victoria University International Office for application information. The NZSM also encourages you to send a DVD audition to the NZSM concurrently with your application to the International office. 
Deadlines for applications

Trimester 1 (end of February start): Applications closing date September 15th. Auditions will take place in October.
Trimester 2 (mid-July start): Applications closing date May 15th. Auditions will take place in June.

Late applicants may be accepted, subject to availability of places. 

Recorded Auditions

Applicants should submit a 40-minute recital programme offering contrasting styles from at least three periods. 

Voice students: All repertoire for your audition is to be performed by memory. 

Piano & guitar students: Preference may be given to candidates who play from memory.

This DVD must be recorded within the last year. It may be a recording of your qualifying degree final recital if appropriate. 
Please follow these guidelines for the DVD recording:

1) The DVD should be in a regular format with worldwide access.

2) Clearly mark the DVD with your name and current date.

3) The DVD must be of good audio and visual quality – your speaking and performance must be clearly audible.

4) Camera work should be straightforward. Have the camera on a tripod so that you and your hands/fingers are clearly visible while playing. Do not do any camera zooms etc, just get a good camera angle and leave it recording.
If your DVD is of an acceptable standard, the NZSM may require a live interview. A video-conference or teleconference can be arranged for those unable to visit Wellington.
